If you 

need any assistance please call1-800-858-3333 to speak with a representative in our Customer Service Center 

before returning the product. 

1. Preparing Vehicle 
 a. Make sure vehicle is parked on level surface. 
 b. Set the parking brake. 
 c. If engine has run in the past two hours, let it cool down. 
 d. Disconnect negative battery terminal. 
 e. Do not discard stock components after removal of the factory system. 

 f. Open the air intake kit package and make sure all parts are included. 

2. Removal of stock system 

a.  Remove the plastic engine cover by pulling up with 

both hands, tilting the cover towards you so that it can 

be maneuvered out of the engine bay. 

b.  Remove the plastic core support cover by pulling up 

gently, from right to left, disengaging the clips holding it 

in place. Bring cover towards you to clear hood latch. 

Note: Clips can sometimes be knocked loose from cover. 

c.   Unclip the MAF sensor connector and remove its wire 

from the intake hose clip and tuck it out of the way. 

d.  Unbolt the factory air box mount at the driver’s side 

inner fender location.

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e.  Unbolt the factory air box behind the battery using a 

long extension and loosen hose clamp at air box side of 

intake hose. 

f.  Loosen hose clamp at throttle body side of intake hose 

and remove the vent tube by releasing the pressure on 

the spring clamp while pulling the vent tube. 

g.  Remove the two plastic pop-out mounts securing the 

cold air scoop by unscrewing them with a Philips screw 

driver. Note: Use care to not drop the clips as they are 

easily lost in the core support area. 

h.  Lift out cold air scoop, leaving rubber coupler on cold 

air scoop. 

i.  Remove the stock intake hose by first removing it from 

the air box and then collapsing the bellows so it can clear 

the air box. Then, remove it from the throttle body and 

engine bay. 

 

j.  Unclip the three wire harnesses from the air box 

bracket by depressing each latch and sliding them from 

the clips. 
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k.  Remove factory air box from engine bay. l.  Remove MAF sensor from factory air box. The sensor 

and screws will be reused in step 3b. 

 

3. Installation of AEM
®
 intake system. 

 a. When installing the intake system, do not completely tighten the hose clamps or mounting hardware until 

a.  Prepare the AEM heatshield by applying edge trim 

and rubber grommet as shown. Edge trim will need to be 

trimmed to 36”, 20” and 14” lengths. 

d.  Install the AEM heatshield by inserting as shown and 

rotating counter-clockwise into position. Place a rubber 

washer between the heatshield and mounting location at 

inner fender mounting location as shown. 

b.  Install MAF sensor and screws into the AEM intake 

tube that were removed in step 2l. 

c.  Install the supplied rubber isolator onto the air box 

mount behind the battery. 
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e.  Using the supplied bolt, tighten heatshield mount at 

inner fender location ensuring the rubber washer is still 

in its location. Ensure other heatshield mounting hole 

lines up properly during tightening. 

f.  Using the supplied bolt and washer, tighten the heat-

shield mount behind the battery box. 

h.  Install the supplied coupler and two smaller hose 

clamps onto the throttle body. Tighten the throttle body 

side coupler to 30 in-lbs at this time. 

i.  Install the provided vent hose onto the stock vent 

tube. Note: Warm soapy water may help installation. 

j.  Install the AEM intake tube into the heatshield by in-

serting it as shown and maneuvering it into place, align-

ing it with the coupler.  

 

g.  Using the two supplied zip ties, bundle wiring har-

nesses as shown in these locations. Clip excess zip tie 

lengths with diagonal cutters. 
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k.  Install the vent hose onto the nipple on the AEM in-

take tube and insert the AEM intake tube into the cou-

pler. 

l.  Position the AEM air filter into the engine bay as 

shown and maneuver it onto the AEM intake tube. 

m.  Tighten the hose clamp on the air filter to 30in-lbs.  n.  Attach the sensor connector to the MAF sensor. 

o.  Reinstall the cold air duct and plastic pop-outs re-

moved in step 2g. Note: Use care to not drop the clips as 

they are easily lost in the core support area. Position the 

AEM intake for best fit and tighten the hose clamp at the 

coupler to 30in-lbs at this time. 

p.  Reinstall the plastic core support cover by sliding it 

under the hood latch into position and gently pressing 

down, snapping it into place from left to right. Then, re-

install the plastic engine cover by aligning the rubber 

grommets with their posts and gently pressing down.  
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4. Reassemble Vehicle (where applicable) 
 a. Position all kit components for best fitment.  Ensure that no components contact any unintended part of the vehicle. 

 b. Check for proper hood clearance. Re-adjust components if necessary and re-tighten them. 

 c. Inspect the engine bay for any loose tools and ensured that all fasteners that were moved or removed are properly 

tightened. 

 d. Reconnect negative battery terminal and start engine. Let the vehicle idle for 3 minutes. Perform a final inspection 

before driving the vehicle. 

5. Service and Maintenance (where applicable) 
 a. AEM Induction Systems requires cleaning the intake system’s air filter element every 100,000 miles. When 

  used in dusty or off-road environments, our filters will require cleaning more often. We recommend that you 

  visually inspect your filter once every 25,000 miles to determine if the screen is still visible. When the screen 

  is no longer visible some place on the filter element, it is time to clean it. To clean, purchase our Synthetic air 

  filter cleaner, part number 1-1000 and follow the easy instructions. 

 b. Use window cleaner to clean your powder coated AEM
®
 intake tube. 

  NOTE: DO NOT USE aluminum polish on powder coated AEM
®
