TO START:

1. Turn off the ignition and disconnect the negative
battery cable.

NOTE: Disconnecting the negative battery cable
erases pre-programmed electronic memories.
Write down all memory settings before
disconnecting the negative battery cable. Some
radios will require an anti-theft code to be
entered after the battery is reconnected. The
anti-theft code is typically supplied with your
owner’s manual. In the event your vehicles
anti-theft code cannot be recovered, contact an
authorized dealership to obtain your vehicles
anti-theft code.

2. Disconnect the mass air sensor electrical
connection and unhook the wiring harness from the
air filter housing.

3. Loosen the hose clamp that secures the factory
intake tube to the turbo inlet pipe.

4. Release the three clips that secure the air filter
housing lid and then remove the lid, intake tube
and air filter from the vehicle.
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5. Remove the pin that secures the fresh air intake
duct.

6. Remove the bolt securing the air filter housing
and then remove the housing from the vehicle.
NOTE: AIRAID, recommends that customers do
not discard factory air intake.



7. Remove the two bolts securing the air filter
housing bracket to the inner fender and then
remove the bracket from the vehicle.

8. Install the AIRAID filter housing and secure with
the factory bolt removed in step #6.

9. Install the gasket onto mass air sensor adapter
and then remove the mass air sensor from the
factory filter housing and install it into the adapter
using the provided hardware.

10. Install the mass sensor assembly into the
AIRAID intake tube, be sure to install the sensor in
the correct position so the opening of the sensor is
pointer towards the filter end of the intake tube.
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1. Set the AIRAID air filter Into the filter housmg
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12. Install the provided hump coupler onto the
mtake tube with the hose clamps as shown.

13. Install the intake tube assembly into the air filter
housing and secure with the hardware provided.
Align the coupler with the turbo inlet and secure
with the provided hose clamps.

14. Install the air filter onto the intake tube and
secure with the provided hose clamp.

15. Reconnect the mass air sensor electrical
connection.

16. Install the AIRAID cover onto the air filter
housing and secure with the provided hardware.

17. Double check your work!

Make sure there is no foreign material in the intake
path. Make sure all clamps, hoses, bolts, and
screws are tight. Double check the hood clearance!
Reconnect the negative battery cable!
