1. Remove the air box lid to gain access to the air filter and remove the dirty air filter.

2. Clean any debris from inside the air box.

3. Clean the inside of the air box around the intake opening

4. Install the K&N filter into the air box with the wide tab down. (Fig. 1)

5. Carefully push on the rubber end until it stops against the air box. (Fig. 2) Do Not push on the filter media.
(Fig 3)

6. Reinstall the air box lid.

7. Clean an area on the air box and apply the K&N Stop Decal. The decal will help notify others that this is a
reusable air filter.

THESE INSTRUCTIONS MUST BE FOLLOWED EVERY TIME THE FILTER IS SERVICED,
